They are kept separate so that they are not contaminated by the 

wheat wafers.  If you desire this wafer, please serve yourself.  The Elders have 

been handling the wheat wafers and should they serve you, the Gluten Free would 

be contaminated.  The Elders are aware of this situation and will respect you 

serving yourself a wafer.  The volunteers that prepare Communion are also aware 

of the importance of this and handle the wafers accordingly.  These wafers 

are stored separately following Communion.  To make sure there will be sufficient 

Gluten Free wafers available, please inform the Altar Guild by leaving a message 

for Janice Davis at 260-8257 or calling the church office 245-2838.
